Acquah deposed second seed and
Slough League player John Barclay in his
group and then proceeded to eliminate
Roland McLellan and Devesh Shete be-
fore coming out on top in a five game
struggle with top seed Mark Purcell
(Bucks) in the final. Purcell, after wining
his group, had eliminated Barclay and
Brighton University student Rory Scott.
