This followed up the veteran men’s team suc-
cess the previous weekend in Division 3 of the Veterans’ British
League.

It was a great all-round performance from the Cippenham play-
ers but Gemma Chapman, playing from the number one posi-
tion, really excelled and was unbeaten in nineteen matches over
both weekends until the final encounter with the also-unbeaten
Czech star Marketa Myskoua.

Bucks Carry On Winning

Bucks junior second team had another
successful day at Cippenham on 12th Janu-
ary, winning two and drawing one of their
three matches.  All the players represent-
ing the county were supplied by Cippen-
ham Table Tennis Club with James Milton
and Gavin Evans being the most success-
ful winning all six of their matches.  David
Hayes lost only once while the girls,
Francesca Parnell and Eleanor Tweedy
added their worth to a fine team perform-
ance.  Wins against Berkshire and Gla-
morgan II and a 5-5 draw with Kent put
Bucks in third place just one point behind
the joint leaders who have yet to play one
another.

Sylvana Bielec was the star player at the Cip-
penham Under-13/15 1-Star Open Champion-
ships on 20th January.  Sylvana won the U13
Girls’ Singles in the morning and then only just
failed to make it a double success in the U15
event in the afternoon.  In that competition she
had to settle for second place, beaten in the fi-
nal by Olga Ivanova from the London Progress
club.

In the final of the U13s Sylvana carried too
many guns for her Welsh opponent Emmaleigh
Newman, winning in straight games 11-7, 11-
5, 11-8.  However, despite taking the second
game of her U15 final 11-4, she eventually suc-
cumbed 14-12 in the fourth game to Ivanova.
Sylvana had once again beaten Newman in the
semi-final after also beating fellow Cippenham
player Catherine Hayes in the first round after
the initial groups.  Jenny Hansell was another
Cippenham player who made it into the com-
petition proper.

The seedings for the boys’ singles events were
decimated by late withdrawals due to the Eng-
lish Table Tennis Association arranging a na-
tional U12 training camp to clash.  This caused
organiser Ken Phillips a host of headaches and
a couple of re-draws but, despite this set-back,
the tournament ran extremely well.

Many of the more fancied local players were
lost to the training camp and this allowed Ox-

They secured promotion back to Division 2
by taking seven points out of a possible ten in
the final series of matches played at Widnes
over the weekend of 19/20th January.

Cippenham went into the weekend four points
ahead of their nearest rivals and, despite be-
ing weakened by the absence of their unbeaten
number one player Clive Payne, managed to
add two more points to the gap between them
and second-placed South Essex.  Cippenham
signed up Ken Philipson, a Bucks team-mate
of Mike Rhodes to replace the injured Clive
and he helped the team’s cause extremely well
with seven wins from his ten matches.  Paul
Baker also won seven while Mike Rhodes, pro-
moted to number one in the team, still man-
aged five.

Ken made an immediate mark
by winning his two and Mike added the third
in a 3-3 result.  A 6-0 thrashing of Tokyu
World Transport (Reading) followed but Sat-
urday drew to a close with a set-back 2-4 loss
to South Essex.
